Freddie Johnson, L’93
Freddie Johnson, the youngest boy in a family of 13 children,
learned the value of hard work at an early age; he began
working in the Mississippi cotton fields at age 10. One of the
first children involved in the Mississippi Head Start program,
Johnson believes it was no accident he went on to college.

“Those of us who were involved in
Head Start all went on to graduate
from college; the others did not. I
know that’s not an accident.” After
graduating from Jackson State, with a
degree in political science, Johnson
came to Columbus to attend gradu-
ate school.  He earned his master’s
degree in public administration from
The Ohio State University and took
his first career position with the Ohio
Department of Health. 

Now able to pursue a law degree, Capital met his criteria.
“Capital’s program provided flexibility for nontraditional stu-
dents and I was fortunate enough to be chosen for a scholar-
ship.  I also heard good things about Capital law graduates
and their capabilities.”

Although he has many fond memories of his time at Capital,
Johnson mused that his service as president of the Black Law
Student Association (BLSA) was one of the most rewarding
times of his law school career. “I’m very proud of the collabo-
ration that was built between BLSA and other student groups.
Together, we elevated the awareness of minority law stu-
dents’ challenges, and focused awareness on African Ameri-
can culture within our society.”

Johnson took a position with Nationwide to help facilitate the
company’s growth in the health sector. He later became man-
ager of the Integrated Disability Management Program and is
currently an officer at Gates McDonald.

Johnson also maintains a part-time law practice focusing on
contracts and domestic issues. “I guess I’m known as a per-
son to come to with problems. I’ve been fortunate and it’s im-
portant for me to pass along some of my good fortune.  I like
using my knowledge of the law to help people.  My work is
always charged on a sliding scale and frequently pro bono.
I’m pleased to say I won my first jury trial just last year — a
contracts case.” 

Johnson remains involved in the Head Start program, serving
as a speaker and chaperoning children at Disney World. He
also remains involved with Capital by serving as president of
the African American Law Alumni Association and serving on
the Alumni Association Board.  In addition, he is very active in
supporting the David D. White and John Mercer Langston
scholarship funds, “I was a recipient of both those scholar-
ships when I was in law school. It’s very rewarding to me to
pass along the experiences and good fortune.”

Alumnus Paul McNulty Nomi-
nated to No. 2 Post in 
U.S. Department of Justice

President Bush has nomi-
nated Paul J. McNulty, a
1983 graduate of Capital Uni-
versity Law School, to be-
come Deputy Attorney
General, the No. 2 position in
the U.S. Department of Jus-
tice.  McNulty is currently
serving as Acting Deputy At-
torney General until his nomi-
nation is confirmed by the
United States Senate.

Just days after the Sept. 11, 2001, attacks, McNulty
was confirmed by the U.S. Senate as U.S. Attorney for
the Eastern District of Virginia, making him one of the
primary enforcers in the nation’s war against terrorism.
He oversaw the prosecutions of American Taliban
member John Walker Lindh and Zacarias Moussaoui.
McNulty has more than 20 years of experience in fed-
eral and state government, most of which has involved
law enforcement and criminal justice policy.

While on Capitol Hill, McNulty was involved in some of
the nation’s highest profile issues.  He was Chief Coun-
sel to former House Majority Leader Dick Armey and
spokesman for Republicans on the House Judiciary
Committee during the impeachment proceedings
against President Clinton.  Before that, he was Chief
Counsel to the U.S. House Subcommittee on Crime
during the hearings on the FBI’s 1993 federal raid at
the Branch Davidian compound in Waco, Texas.  While
working for the Subcommittee on Crime, he was a
principal draftsman of many of the most significant
federal anti-terrorism, drug control, firearms and anti-
fraud statutes.

Under President George H.W. Bush, McNulty was Di-
rector of Policy and Communications for the U.S. De-
partment of Justice.   He directed current President
Bush’s transition team for the Department of Justice,
and then served as principal Associate Deputy Attor-
ney General.  

A dedicated public servant, McNulty was the 2003
Capital University Law School commencement speaker
and was presented with an honorary doctor of laws de-
gree.  His undergraduate degree is from Grove City
College in Pennsylvania.
